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Course Content

This course covers the essential ethics principles
and guidelines for psychologists, practice standards,
laws and regulations, research ethics, decision
making in ethical dilemmas, and ethical case
discussions.

The Aim of the Course

In this course, it is aimed to teach the ethical
principles of psychology as a profession and to
discuss the historical and current problems in
professional organization and professional ethics.
During the course, especially scientific research
processes and principles to be followed for
publications, rules and ethical dilemmas in applied
psychology will be discussed. Ethical principles to
be followed in sub-fields of psychology will be
presented through a holistic approach. As a result,
in this course, it is aimed to provide psychology
students with a broad perspective of the rules and
principles required by the profession before they
start working in the field.

Course Outcomes

(1) Having knowledge about the concepts of ethics,
morality and law and being able to distinguish these
concepts, (2) having knowledge about professional
ethics (3) being able to learn and comprehend the
ethical principles of TPD, (4) being sensitive to
violations of professional ethics, (5) being able to
apply the principles of professional ethics to daily
life problems, (6) being able to make an accurate
analysis when faced with ethical dilemmas, (7)
internalizing and integrating the concepts of
personal and professional ethics.
